HOW IT WORKS 

Based on your preferences, we will select 

materials and check them out to your library card. 

(Don’t have a card? We can get you one!)  

A volunteer will make a scheduled visit to deliver 

your new materials and return your finished items.  

COST 

This service is free and late fines will not be 

charged. However, if an item or bag is lost or 

damaged, you will be responsible for the cost.

All staff and volunteers have passed background 

checks. For the safety of all parties, volunteers  

are not allowed to enter your home. You will 

exchange your items at the door.
